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GENTEXT/REMARKS/1.  THE ARRIVE ALIVE PROGRAM WAS IMPLEMENTED DURING FY08 IN AN ATTEMPT TO REDUCE NUMBERS OF DUI ARRESTS AND MOTOR VEHICLE 

MISHAPS.  SINCE ITS INCEPTION, THIS PROGRAM HAS EXPERIENCED TREMENDOUS GROWTH IN USAGE AND COST.  IN AN EFFORT TO CONTROL COSTS, 

ELIMINATE ABUSES, AND ENSURE SERVICES REMAIN INTACT, SEVERAL MAJOR 

ADMINISTRATIVE AND OPERATIONAL PROGRAM CHANGES WILL BE MADE.  IN 

ADDITION, PROCEDURES FOR USE AND REDEMPTION WILL ALSO CHANGE. 

2.  THE ARRIVE ALIVE PROGRAM IS NOT A FREE RIDE PROGRAM.  IT IS A 

PROGRAM OF LAST RESORT OR A SAFETY NET TO SAVE A LIFE BY PREVENTING 

AN INTOXICATED SAILOR FROM GETTING BEHIND A WHEEL.  THE MEASURE OF 

EFFECTIVENESS OF THIS PROGRAM IS THE REDUCTION OF DUI ARRESTS AND 

ALCOHOL-RELATED TRAFFIC MISHAPS.  IT IS NOT INTENDED TO PROVIDE 

UNFETTERED ACCESS AND USE OF TAXIS FOR RIDES.  ARRIVE ALIVE CARDS ARE 

ONLY TO BE USED BY PERSONNEL WHO HAVE DRIVEN THEIR VEHICLES AND ARE 

FACED WITH A DECISION TO EITHER TAKE A TAXI OR DRIVE WHILE IMPAIRED, 

AFTER HAVING EXHAUSTED ALL OTHER MEANS OF ENSURING SAFE TRANSPORT TO 

THEIR PLACE OF RESIDENCE OR SHIP.  

3. ADMINISTRATIVE CHANGES  

A.  AS OF 15 AUGUST 2009, CURRENT ARRIVE ALIVE CARDS WILL NO LONGER 

BE ACCEPTED OR HONORED BY YELLOW CAB OF SAN DIEGO. 

B.  NEW CARDS WILL BE DISTRIBUTED FOR USE BEGINNING MONDAY, 10 AUGUST 

2009. COMMANDS MAY ELECT TO PICK UP CARDS AFTER THAT DATE AS WELL.

C.  CARD DISTRIBUTION WILL BE STRICTLY CONTROLLED WITH CARDS PROVIDED 

TO A SINGLE POINT OF CONTACT (POC) FOR EACH SHIP, SHORE-BASED COMMAND 

OR SQUADRON, REGARDLESS OF SIZE OR NUMBER OF PERSONNEL.  POINTS OF 

CONTACT MAY OF COURSE AUTHORIZE OR EMPLOY OTHER COMMAND MEMBERS TO 

ASSIST WITH IMPLEMENTATION. HOWEVER, EACH COMMAND POC WILL BE 

ULTIMATELY RESPONSIBLE AND ACCOUNTABLE FOR PROGRAM COMPLIANCE. 

D.  COMMAND SINGLE POINT OF CONTACT MUST BE E-7 OR ABOVE.

E.  COMMAND SINGLE POINT OF CONTACT WILL BE REQUIRED TO MAINTAIN AN 

ISSUE LOG INDICATING DISTRIBUTION TO EACH SERVICE MEMBER BY NAME AND BY SERIALIZED CARD.

F.  MEMBERS WILL RETURN THEIR CARD TO THE COMMAND SINGLE POC UPON 

TRANSFERRING FROM THE COMMAND.

4. OPERATIONAL CHANGES  

A.  A SINGLE CARD WILL BE ISSUED ONLY TO MEMBERS WITH A DRIVER'S 

LICENSE, VALID IN THE 50 STATES, US TERRITORIES AND POSSESSIONS.    

B.  CARDS ARE NOT TO BE TRADED, BARTERED, SOLD OR GIVEN TO ANYONE 

ELSE.

C.  CARDS ARE ONLY TO BE USED BY ACTIVE DUTY NAVY PERSONNEL ASSIGNED 

TO SAN DIEGO METRO AREA OF RESPONSIBILITY. 

D.  CARDS ARE NOT TO BE ISSUED TO OR USED BY PERSONNEL ONBOARD TAD LESS THAN 90 DAYS, STUDENTS, MIDSHIPMEN OR VISITORS.  COMMANDS MAY ELECT TO PROVIDE CARDS TO RESERVISTS SERVING UNDER EXTENDED ORDERS, BUT MUST USE DISCRETION TO PREVENT UNAUTHORIZED OR EXCESSIVE USE.  

E.  MEMBERS OF THE MARINE CORPS, ARMY, AIR FORCE AND COAST GUARD ARE 

NOT AUTHORIZED TO USE THE CARDS.

F.  IF NON-NAVY PERSONNEL REDEEM CARDS FOR ANY REASON, THE SERIALIZED 

CARD WILL BE TRACKED BACK TO THE NAVY POC AND THE RESPECTIVE SHIP OR 

SHORE COMMAND WILL BE NOTIFIED FOR ACTION.

5.  USE AND REDEMPTION 

A.  YELLOW CAB OF SAN DIEGO WILL NO LONGER PROVIDE TRIPS FROM SOUTH 

OR METRO AREAS TO CAMP PENDLETON.

B.  UNDER NO CIRCUMSTANCES WILL TRIPS TO OR FROM THE AIRPORT BE 

PERMITTED.

C.  WHEN USING ARRIVE ALIVE CARDS, SERVICE MEMBERS MUST SHOW THEIR 

COMMON ACCESS CARD TO THE CAB DRIVER UPON ENTERING THE VEHICLE. 

D.  MEMBERS MUST SURRENDER THEIR ARRIVE ALIVE CARD TO THE DRIVER.

E.  MEMBERS MUST DIRECT CAB DRIVER TO THEIR PLACE OF RESIDENCE OR 

SHIP. 

6.  A ONE PAGE ARRIVE ALIVE DISTRIBUTION FORM MUST BE COMPLETED AND 

SUBMITTED TO THE RESPECTIVE CNRSW SERVICING INSTALLATION SAFETY 

OFFICE.  THE CARD ISSUE LOG IS FOR PURPOSES OF POSITIVELY IDENTIFYING 

EACH MEMBER, CROSS REFERENCED BY SERIAL NUMBER.  LOG IS NOT FOR 

PURPOSES OF REPROACH OR ADJUDICATION, BUT INTENDED ONLY TO PREVENT 

CARD ABUSES.  THE DISTRIBUTION FORM AND ISSUE LOG IS AVAILABLE ONLINE
