 MOTORCYCLE / TRAFFIC SAFETY ROUND TABLE MEETING MINUTES

17 May 2006

1.  The motorcycle/traffic safety roundtable meeting was conducted on 17 May 2006, at Naval Base San Diego, Building 88, North Auditorium.  Mr. Scott Simerson called the meeting to order at 0900.  Personnel from the following Commands were in attendance:

2.  Items of discussion are summarized below:

SUMMER DRIVING KICK-OFF EVENT – 

The first topic discussed was the “101 Days of Summer” Traffic Safety Event.  Attendees were reminded this inaugural motorcycle and car safety awareness fair will be held on 25 May from 0900-1500 on the corner of Harbor Drive and 8th Street.  Safety product display booths, Gold Angels Motorcycle Drill Team, BRC Challenge, Federal Fire, Race Legal are some of the featured participants.  Everyone was encouraged to come out and support the fair.

AUTOMOBILE Issues – 

Mr. Simerson again brought up the issue of keeping sailors safe while driving on leave and liberty, and asked if any commands had used the ideas brought up at the previous meeting (write a” letter to mom and dad” notifying them of the sailors death due to unsafe driving practices or carelessness, having Sailors take a Driver’s Risk Assessment). One attendee stated that his command was using the Driving Risk Assessment tool found on the Navy Safety Center website: http://www.safetycenter.navy.mil/ashore/motorvehicle/toolbox/risksurvey.htm
Also discussed was the newest vehicular cell phone policy, prohibiting all cell phone usage in moving government vehicles, including Bluetooth ™ headsets and earpieces.  The policy also prohibits using any non-hands free phones while operating a private motor vehicle on-base.  All attendees indicated that they were familiar with the new policy.
(Since the meeting CNRSW has update this policy to exclude the use of cell phones while operating a vehicle on base. There is a copy of the policy on the traffic safety web site.)
Motorcycle Issues – 
Mr. Simerson mentioned that the Aircraft Intermediate Maintenance Depot North Island (AIMD NI) Motorcycle Mentorship Program was moving along smoothly.  The members were conducting a group ride seminar and practice today, riding from their command to Otay Lakes and back.  One attendee requested information on starting a mentorship program at his command, and Mr. Martin spoke briefly about the program process.
Mr. Martin also took questions from the audience about the proposed changes in OPNAVINST 5100.12_series regarding motorcyclists’ personal protective equipment.  Some attendees expressed concern over the possible mandate that all motorcyclists will wear helmets approved by the SNELL Foundation, most of which are in a price range not well afforded by most junior personnel.

· E–6and above, DOD employees, contractors, and other military services email a message with requested date(s) and contact information (phone and email) and wait for a return call or confirmation sheet to be emailed.

· E-5 and below, email or leave message with requested date(s) and contact information (phone and email), and then fax completed chit request to (619) 532-1259. requested dates, if open, will be reserved for one week while waiting for completed chit. If chit is not received in one week, the slot will open to other students. Confirmations will be sent upon receipt of completed chit.

· The confirmation sheet you will receive after your request is processed should answer all questions about times, location, building, PPE etc.

· Anyone needing a loaner motorcycle must request it ASAP. There are only three and they are booking up fast. (Anyone needing a loaner motorcycle and chit should confirm the dates with Traffic Safety prior to requesting their chit since space is extremely limited.)
